Dr. Joseph Jockel is a Visiting Professor at the Canadian Forces College for the 
2005/6 academic year. Dr Jockel is Professor and Director of the Canadian Studies 
Programme at St. Lawrence University in Canton, New York. He is also co-editor of 
the International Journal, the scholarly quarterly of the Canadian Institute of International 
Affairs, Toronto.
